. 3.11 Cleaning, sanitization, housekeeping, and pest control.
(a) Cleaning of primary enclosures. Excreta and food waste must be removed from primary enclosures daily, and from under
primary enclosures as often as necessary 1o prevent an excessive accumulation of feces and food waste, to prevent soiling
of the dogs or cats contained in the primary enclosures, and to reduce disease hazards, insects, pests and odors.
There is an accumulation of waste in some of the cages, under the cages, and around the runs. These areas must be kept
clean to reduce diseases, insect pest and rodents.
This affects all animals in the facility.
